CRITERIA: The recipient must: 
 

1.  Be registered with Girl Scouts of Northeast Texas and be 
an active member of the organization. 

 
2.  Be a resident in the jurisdiction of Girl Scouts of 

Northeast Texas at the time of receiving the Girl Scout 
Gold Award. 

 
3.  Be a Girl Scout Gold Award recipient. 

 
4.  Be a high school graduating senior. 

 
5.  Be accepted into an accredited institution of higher 

learning. 
 

 
 

TIMETABLE: 1.  Applications for scholarships must be submitted by April 1st. 
 

2.  Scholarships will be announced at the council wide GS Gold 
Award Ceremony.  We encourage applicants to attend. 

 
3.  Checks for the scholarship will be written to the institution of 

higher learning once the recipient verifies the school she will be 
attending and provides her school ID.

•  Essay 
•  Academic Record
