e Communicate regularly with parents and other leaders in the troop, involving them
in troop decisions, plans and activities and sharing financial information at least 3x
per year

e Ensure that troop funds are properly managed through a troop bank account

e Properly plan age-appropriate and skill-developing experiences for Girl Scouts,
following all safety guidelines and processes

e Provide safe environment that embraces diversity and affirms that Girl Scouts
welcomes members of diverse demographics and respects their differences

e Maintain regular contact with the appropriate GSNETX staff and/or local service
unit volunteers, asking for assistance if questions or problems arise
